CHRIST PLED WITH LUCIFER

“The Son of God presented before him the
greatness, the goodness, and the justice of the Cre-
ator, and the sacred, unchanging nature of His law.
God Himself had established the order of heaven;
and, in departing from it, Lucifer would dishonor his
Maker and bring ruin upon himself. But the warn-
ing, given in infinite love and mercy, only aroused
a spirit of resistance. Lucifer allowed jealousy of
Christ to prevail, and he became the more deter-
mined.”—Great Controversy, 494-495.

FILLED WITH PRIDE,
LUCIFER DARED TO REBEL AGAINST GOD

“The angels joyfully acknowledged the su-
premacy of Christ, and prostrating themselves be-
fore Him, poured out their love and adoration. Luci-
fer bowed with them, but in his heart there was a
strange, fierce conflict. Truth, justice, and loyalty
were struggling against envy and jealousy. The influ-
ence of the holy angels seemed for a time to carry
him with them. As songs of praise ascended in melo-
dious strains, swelled by thousands of glad voices,
the spirit of evil seemed vanquished; unutterable love
thrilled his entire being; his soul went out, in har-
mony with the sinless worshippers, in love to the
Father and the Son. But again he was filled with
pride in his own glory. His desire for supremacy
returned, and envy of Christ was once more in-
dulged.

“The high honors conferred upon Lucifer were
not appreciated as God’s special gift, and therefore,
called forth no gratitude to his Creator. He glorified
in his brightness and exaltation and aspired to be
equal with God. He was beloved and reverenced by
the heavenly host. Angels delighted to execute his
commands, and he was clothed with wisdom and
glory above them all. Yet the Son of God was ex-
alted above him, as one in power and authority with
the Father. He shared the Father’s counsels, while
Lucifer did not thus enter into the purposes of God.
‘Why,’ questioned this mighty angel, ‘should Christ
have the supremacy? Why is He honored above
Lucifer?’ ”—Patriarchs and Prophets, 36-37.

APART FROM GOD,
THE MOST POWERFUL MIND IS USELESS

“To dispute the supremacy of the Son of God,
thus impeaching the wisdom and love of the Creator,
had become the purpose of this prince of angels. To
this object he was about to bend the energies of
that master mind, which, next to Christ’s, was first
among the hosts of God.”—Patriarchs and Proph-
ets, 36.

“In the estimation of Heaven, what is it that con-
stitutes greatness? Not that which the world accounts
greatness; not wealth, or rank, or noble descent, or
intellectual gifts, in themselves considered. If intel-
lectual greatness, apart from any higher consider-
ation, is worthy of honor, then our homage is due
to Satan, whose intellectual power no man has
ever equaled. But when perverted to self-serving, the
greater the gift, the greater curse it becomes.”—De-
sire of Ages, 219.

CAST OUT OF HEAVEN,
SATAN CONTINUED TO HATE CHRIST

“He [Satan] declares he cannot submit to be
under Christ’s command, that God’s commands
alone will he obey. Good angels weep to hear the words
of Satan, and to see how he despises to follow the
direction of Christ, their exalted and loving Com-
mander.

“The Father decides the case of Satan, and de-
clares that he must be turned out of heaven for his
daring rebellion, and that all those who united with
him in his rebellion should be turned out with him.
Then there was war in heaven. Christ and His an-
gels fought against Satan and his angels, for they
were determined to remain in heaven with all their
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rebellion. But they prevailed not. Christ and loyal
angels triumphed, and drove Satan and his rebel
sympathizers from heaven” (3 Spiritual Gifts, 38).

“Christ assured the angels that by His death
He would ransom many, and would destroy him
who had the power of death. He would recover the
kingdom which man had lost by transgression, and
the redeemed were to inherit it with Him, and dwell
therein forever. Sin and sinners would be blotted
out, nevermore to disturb the peace of heaven or
earth. He bade the angelic host to be in accord with
the plan that His Father had accepted, and rejoice
that, through His death, fallen man could be recon-
ciled to God.”—Patriarchs and Prophets, 65.

“To man the first intimation of redemption was
communicated in the sentence pronounced upon Sa-
tan in the garden. The Lord declared, ‘I will put en-
mity between thee and the woman, and between thy
seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou
shalt bruise His heel.’

“When Jesus came into the world, Satan’s
power was turned against Him. From the time when
He appeared as a babe in Bethlehem, the usurper
worked to bring about His destruction. In every
possible way he sought to prevent Jesus from devel-
oping a perfect childhood, a faultless manhood, a holy
ministry, and an unblemished sacrifice. But he was
defeated. He could not lead Jesus into sin. He
could not discourage Him, or drive Him from a
work He had come on earth to do. From the desert
to Calvary, the storm of Satan’s wrath beat upon Him,
but the more mercilessly it fell, the more firmly did
the Son of God cling to the hand of His Father, and
press on in the bloodstained path.

He
knew that the time was to come when He would
by His own life redeem the kingdom from Satan,
and that, after a season, all in heaven and earth would
submit to Him. He chose His life of suffering and His
dreadful death, as the way appointed by His Father
that He might  become a lawful heir to the kingdoms
of earth and have them given into His hands as an
everlasting possession. Satan also will be given into
His hands to be destroyed by death, nevermore to
annoy Jesus or the saints in glory.”—Early Writings,

AND URGED THEM TO SLAY CHRIST!

“After Satan had ended his temptations, he de-
parted from Jesus for a season, and angels prepared
Him food in the wilderness, and strengthened Him,
and the blessing of His Father rested upon Him. Sa-
tan had failed in his fiercest temptations; yet he
looked forward to the period of Jesus’ ministry, when
he should at different times try his cunning against
Him. He still hoped to prevail against Him by stir-
ring up those who would not receive Jesus, to hate
and seek to destroy Him.

“Satan held a special council with his angels. They
were disappointed and enraged that they had pre-
vailed nothing against the Son of God.

 “[At the trial] Satan led the cruel mob in its
abuse of the Saviour. It was his purpose to pro-
voke Him to retaliation if possible, or to drive Him
to perform a miracle to release Himself, and thus
break up the plan of salvation. One stain upon His
human life, one failure of His humanity to endure
the terrible test, and the Lamb of God would have
been an imperfect offering, and the redemption of
man a failure. But He who by a command could bring
the heavenly host to His aid—He who could have

driven that mob in terror from His sight by the flash-
ing forth of His divine majesty—submitted with per-
fect calmness to the coarsest insult and outrage.”—
Desire of Ages, 734.

“Wonder, O heavens, and be astonished, O earth!
Behold the oppressor and the oppressed! A vast
multitude enclose the Saviour of the world. Mockings
and jeerings are mingled with the coarse oaths of blas-
phemy. His lowly birth and humble life are com-
mented upon by unfeeling wretches. His claim to be
the Son of God is ridiculed by the chief priests and
elders, and vulgar jests and insulting derision are
passed from lip to lip.

‘What
shall I do then with Jesus which is called Christ?’
Pilate asked. Again the surging multitude roared
like demons. Demons themselves, in human form,
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were in the crowd, and what could be expected but

AT CALVARY, SATAN WAS ONCE AGAIN

He could
not have done this as God, but by coming as man
Christ could die. By death He overcame death. The
death of Christ bore to the death him who had the
power of death, and opened the gates of the tomb
for all who receive Him as their personal Saviour.”—

“When Christ bowed His head and died, He
bore the pillars of Satan’s kingdom with Him to
the earth.

“When the Saviour finally appeared ‘in the like-
ness of men’ (Philippians 2:7), and began His minis-
try of grace, Satan could but bruise the heel, while
by every act of humiliation or suffering Christ was
bruising the head of His adversary. The anguish
that sin has brought was poured into the bosom of
the Sinless; yet while Christ endured the contradic-
tion of sinners against Himself, He was paying the
debt for sinful man and breaking the bondage in
which humanity had been held. Every pang of an-
guish, every insult, was working out the deliverance
of the race.

“Could Satan have induced Christ to yield to a
single temptation, could he have led Him by one
act or even thought to stain His perfect purity, the
prince of darkness would have triumphed over
man’s Surety and would have gained the whole hu-
man family to himself. But while Satan could dis-
tress, he could not contaminate. He could cause agony,
but not defilement. He made the life of Christ one
long scene of conflict and trial, yet with every at-
tack he was losing his hold upon humanity.

“In the wilderness of temptation, in the Gar-
den of Gethsemane, and on the cross, our Saviour

measured weapons with the prince of darkness.
His wounds became the trophies of His victory in be-
half of the race. When Christ hung in agony upon the
cross, while evil spirits rejoiced and evil men reviled,
then indeed His heel was bruised by Satan. But
that very act was crushing the serpent’s head.
Through death He destroyed ‘him that had the
power of death, that is, the devil.’ Hebrews 2:14.
This act decided the destiny of the rebel chief,
and made forever sure the plan of salvation. In death
He gained the victory over its power; in rising again,
He opened the gates of the grave to all His followers.
In that last great contest we see fulfilled the proph-
ecy, ‘It shall bruise thy head, and thou shall bruise
His heel.’ Genesis 3:15.”—Prophets and Kings, 701-
702 [italics ours].

“In carrying out his enmity to Christ until He
hung upon the cross of Calvary, with wounded,
bruised body and broken heart, Satan completely
uprooted himself from the affections of the uni-
verse. It was then seen that God had in His Son de-
nied Himself, giving Himself for the sins of the world,
because He loved mankind. The Creator was revealed
in the Son of the infinite God. Here the question, ‘Can
there be self-denial with God?’ was forever answered.
Christ was God, and condescending to be made flesh,
He assumed humanity and became obedient unto
death, that He might undergo infinite sacrifice.”—7

“Christ did not yield up His life till He had ac-
complished the work which He came to do, and with
His parting breath He exclaimed, ‘It is finished.’
John 19:30. The battle had been won . . To the
angels and the unfallen worlds the cry, ‘It is finished,’
had a deep significance.

complished. They with us share the fruits of Christ’s
victory.

When Satan is de-
stroyed, there will be none to tempt to evil; the atone-
ment will never need to be repeated; and there
will be no danger of another rebellion in the uni-
verse of God. That, which alone can effectually re-
strain from sin in this world of darkness, will pre-
vent sin in heaven. The significance of the death of
Christ will be seen by saints and angels. Fallen
men could not have a home in the paradise of God
without the Lamb slain from the foundation of the
world. Shall we not then exalt the cross of Christ?
The angels ascribe honor and glory to Christ, for even
they are not secure except by looking to the suffer-
ings of the Son of God. It is through the efficacy of
the cross that the angels of heaven are guarded
from apostasy. Without the cross they would be no
more secure against evil than were the angels before
the fall of Satan. Angelic perfection failed in heaven.
Human perfection failed in Eden, the paradise of bliss.
All who wish for security in earth or heaven must
look to the Lamb of God.”—5 Bible Commentary,

“When Jesus was laid in the grave, Satan tri-
umphed. He dared to hope that the Saviour would
not take up His life again. He claimed the Lord’s body,
and set his guard about the tomb, seeking to hold
Christ a prisoner. He was bitterly angry when his an-
gels fled at the approach of the heavenly messenger.
When he saw Christ come forth in triumph, he
knew that his kingdom would have an end, and
that he must finally die.”—Desire of Ages, 782.

“Terror seized the Roman guard. Where was
now their power to keep the body of Jesus? They
did not think of their duty or of the disciples stealing
Him away. As the light of the angels shone around,
brighter than the sun, that Roman guard fell as dead
men to the ground. One of the angels laid hold of the
great stone and rolled it away from the door of the
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sepulcher and seated himself upon it. The other en-
tered the tomb and unbound the napkin from the
head of Jesus. Then the angel from heaven, with a
voice that caused the earth to quake, cried out,
‘Thou Son of God, Thy Father calls Thee! Come
forth.’ Death could hold dominion over Him no longer.
Jesus arose from the dead, a triumphant con-
queror. In solemn awe the angelic host gazed upon
the scene.

The last link of sympathy
between Satan and the heavenly world was bro-
ken.
